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We all have experience of friendships and relationships that break down. When 
that happens it feels like a death – we grieve, we get angry, we have regrets, 
we wonder ‘what if ?’ Three times Peter denied Jesus and today we hear Peter 
express his love for Jesus three times. Jesus welcomes Peter back into                     
community with him. Peter experiences Resurrection; he is given new life.
